The competition day 
Participation is open to anyone with a rollator if it is possible to do 
at least one circuit around the Loci Stadium. There are three 
distances to sign up for: 400, 1,000, and 2,500 meters. Once again, 
this year the motto is: "Participation is more important than 
winning!". Participation is free, the rollator is the entrance ticket. 

 
Loci Stadium is open from 12.00 o'clock. There is plenty of time for 
good preparation: soak up the atmosphere, pick up the starting 
ticket, check the equipment, a thorough warm-up, a bite to eat and 
a drink, and enjoy the entertainment. The run starts at 14.00 
hours. 

 
Transport 

For residents of Loci, transportation to and from the Loci Stadium is 
free. This can be arranged in advance by contacting Valora Maeri, the 
communication manager at Loci Stadium. For those who live a little 
further away from the capital, it will take a little more time and effort 
to get to the race location. Transport from other cities is at the 
participant's own expense.
